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Survey among 1,601 Latino registered voters nationwide, conducted
June 25 toJuly 10, 2018

* 961 telephone interviews (60%)
e 370 completed on a landline
e 591 completed on a cell phone
* 640 interviews completed online (40%)

All respondents had the option to take the survey in either English or
Spanish.

The combined sample is reflective of a national cross section of Latino
voters, according to the latest U.S. Census and voter file data.
